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RESUMO

A insuficiéncia cardiaca (IC) € uma das principais doencas cardiovasculares, e
durante a pandemia de COVID-19 representou maior risco fatal associado entre
os pacientes infectados pelo Sars-Cov 2. O presente estudo avaliou o numero de
internagdes e obitos por IC no Brasil, nos periodos pré (2017 - fevereiro de 2020)
e durante (marcgo de 2020 - maio de 2023) a pandemia de COVID-19 - de acordo
com o decretado pela OMS - através de dados extraidos do DATASUS, e
posteriormente dispostos em tabelas e grafico, com o intuito de avaliar o impacto
da pandemia na morbimortalidade por IC no periodo. Foi identificado diminuicéo
no namero de internagdes por IC durante a pandemia quando comparado com o
periodo anterior; no entanto, houve aumento na taxa de mortalidade pela doenca
durante a pandemia de COVID-19. Estes resultados corroboram com os ja
encontrados na literatura, intensificando a relacdo entre IC e a maior
morbimortalidade associada nos pacientes infectados pelo Sars-Cov 2. O
levantamento e analise dos dados no pais referentes a internagdes e 6bitos por IC
antes e durante a pandemia de COVID-19, é essencial para que se possa
contribuir para um melhor planejamento em saude, a fim de oferecer melhor
manejo da doencga e, assim, controlar sua incidéncia.

ABSTRACT

Heart failure (HF) is one of the main cardiovascular diseases, and during the
COVID-19 pandemic it represents a greater associated fatal risk among patients
infected with Sars-Cov 2. The present study evaluated the number of
hospitalizations and deaths due to HF in Brazil , in the periods before (2017 -
February 2020) and during (March 2020 - May 2023) the COVID-19 pandemic - in
accordance with what was decreed by the WHO - through data extracted from
DATASUS, and subsequently arranged in tables and graphs, with the aim of
evaluating the impact of the pandemic on morbidity and mortality due to HF in the
period. A reduced number of hospitalizations for HF were identified during the
pandemic when compared to the previous period; However, there was an increase
in the mortality rate from the disease during the COVID-19 pandemic. These
results corroborate those already found in the literature, intensifying the
relationship between HF and the greater morbidity and mortality associated with
patients infected by Sars-Cov 2. The survey and analysis of data in the country
regarding hospitalizations and deaths due to HF before and during the HF
pandemic COVID -19 is essential to contribute to better health planning, in order to
offer better management of the disease and, thus, control its incidence.
